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Abstract

The National Art Museum of Ukraine houses the largest museum collection of works by
Abram Manevich, a well-known modernist whose work remains understudied. In addition to the
paintings, the museum stores Manevich's archive, which contains various documents about the
artist's life. In particular, three albums containing copies of catalogs of exhibitions in which the
artist participated, clippings from newspapers with reviews of exhibitions and reviews of individual
pages of the painter's life both in Ukraine and abroad.

The purpose of the article is to research archival materials about the individual exhibitions of
Abram Manevich during his lifetime from 1909 to 1941 in order to form a holistic understanding of
his development as an artist and to determine his connections with the artistic context of those
countries where the exhibitions were held, with the help of periodicals preserved in the archive.
